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Delaware HOSA T-Shirt and Pin Design 

Delaware HOSA students are encouraged to submit a T-Shirt 
OR Pin design for the 2026 DE HOSA State Leadership 
Conference. Students who submit designs are permitted to 
participate in another competitive event. This is not a 
nationally recognized event. 

A panel of judges will review submissions, and the first-place 
designs will be used to create the Delaware t- shirt and pin for 
the 2026 HOSA International Leadership Conference (ILC) in 
Indianapolis, IN. 

GUIDELINES 
1. Submissions will be accepted from November 10, 2025 to February 13, 2026. 
2. Students must be a current HOSA member to submit their shirt or pin design. 
3. HOSA members should upload and submit their design via the HOSA digital upload 

system. 
4. HOSA members may submit one (1) upload for either Pin or Shirt Design. 
5. Schools can submit an unlimited number of pin and t-shirt designs. It is recommended 

that advisors review designs prior to submission to ensure they meet the submission 
guidelines. 

6. Designs should include the words “Delaware” and “HOSA” and should reflect 

characteristics of the State of Delaware. 

7. Submit only original designs. Designs must not contain copyrighted material. 
8. The shirt design is limited to TWO COLORS ONLY. The shirt color is not part of the 

color scheme and can be considered a third color. T-Shirt submissions must be 
front of shirt designs only (no writing or images on the sleeves or back of the shirt). 

9. The pin design is limited to NO MORE THAN FIVE COLORS. The pin color is not part of 
the color scheme and can be considered as a sixth color. 

10. Attach entries JPEG or pdf files. 

11. Delaware HOSA reserves the right to alter the winning design in improve production 
quality. 

12. The top three designs for both t-shirt and pin submissions will be notified by email and 
invited to attend Delaware HOSA State Leadership Conference (SLC) where the winners 
will be announced at the awards ceremony.
